Infectious diseases in pigs - Enzootic (Mycoplasma) Pneumonia, Influenza, Actinobacillar pleuropneumonia (APP), Reproductive Respiratory Syndrome (PRRS), Necrotic enteritis, Glässer’s disease, Proliferative intestinal enteropathy, Circovirus infection, Viral gastroenteritis - Transmissible Gastroenteritis (TGE), rota and coronavirus enteritis.

Topic 24. Infectious diseases in dogs (parvovirosis, infectious hepatitis, distemper) and cats (panleukopenia, infectious peritonitis, infectious anaemia).

Topic 25. Infectious diseases in rabbits - haemorrhagic (Chinese) disease, myxomatosis, Tyzzer's disease, granulomencephalitis, anaerobic infections, staphylococcosis.

Topic 26. Infectious diseases in ruminants - transmissible spongiform encephalopathies (TSEs), blue tongue, blackleg (Gangraena emphysematosa), paratuberculosis, viral diarrhea -mucosal disease, malignant catarrhal fever, rinderpest (cattle plague), Lumpy Skin Disease (Nodular dermatitis), viral enteritis in calves, viral respiratory diseases in cattle - infectious rhinotracheitis, parainfluenza, adenovirus pneumonia , respiratory syncytial pneumonia, reovirus pneumonia.

Topic 27. Infectious diseases in ruminants - braxy, necrotic hepatitis, enterotoxaemia, contagious epididymitis, contagious ecthyma, contagious agalactia, pulmonary adenomatosis, Maedy-Visna, Border disease, pseudotuberculosis, polyoencephalomalacia

Topic 28. Infectious diseases in horses - cholesteatosis, glanders (malleus), infectious anemia, infectious encephalomyelitis, strangles (adenitis equorum), rhinopneumonitis, influenza/flu, laryngeal haemiplegia
